Clare County Council recommends that the adult/child ratio for groups participating in the
Parade should not be less than 1 adult per 8 children (U 18).

The parade must not be used to make political statements or promote any lobby group or
campaign.

The organisers reserve the right to refuse participation by any group.
The organisers will decide the order of groups in the parade.

In the interest of public safety, only vehicles up to 12metres in length are permissible.
Persons/Groups wishing to use a float in the Parade must obtain the prior permission of the
Organising Committee and must specify the size and dimensions of the float to be used. Those
that do not comply with size restrictions will not be permitted to participate in the parade.
Please note that all float entrants will be required to provide a person from that group at each
wheel of the vehicle/trailer.

Groups intending to use vehicles in the parade must produce evidence of current motor
insurance cover.

Assembly time and location is 10.00 a.m. on Monday 17™ March 2025, at Clare County Council
Headquarters Car Park (beside Ennis Fire Station), New Road, Ennis.
