The overall information I am requesting needs to focus entirely on the measures specifically applied 
by Clare County Council and outside of approved housing bodies, housing assistance payments and 
leasing of accommodation as this will provide more transparency on how best to adjudicate on the 
effectiveness of the policy in place.”
