1. Election of Cathaoirleach for the next 12 months 

The Cathaoirleach, Cllr. Gerry Flynn opened the meeting and welcomed all present to the AGM of the 
Shannon Municipal District.  In particular, he welcomed Cllr Michael Begley to the Shannon Municipal 
District. He congratulated Councillor Cathal Crowe on his new role as Mayor of Clare and also 
congratulated Councillors Pat Mc Mahon and John Crowe on their nominations as Chairs of SPCs.  Cllr. 
Flynn thanked his fellow Councillors, the staff of the Shannon Municipal District and Clare County 
Council, for their support and commitment over the last 12 months during his tenure as Cathaoirleach. 
 

It was proposed  that the present arrangement would 
remain in place whereby Cllr Gerry Flynn would remain as Cathaoirleach of Shannon Municipal District.

The Director of Service congratulated members on their re-election and welcomed Cllr Begley to the 
Shannon MD. He advised that in the interests of economic development promotion he would be meeting 
with significant employers in the area in the coming months. This was welcomed by all members. 
 
Concerns about the future of Shannon Airport were raised by members and in particular in relation to 
fall off in customers using the airport and the lack of engagement with the members of the Municipal 
District. Members agreed a strong future focus of the Municipal District(MD) should be on Shannon 
Airport.
